Dwight E. Turner 

I was born July 25, 1921 on the family farm located at Elmwood Township and about 4 miles outside of Cass City, Michigan. I was one of 2 sons ( Dwight & Clayton ) born of Aaron & Grace Dickinson Turner.My earliest education was Grades 1-8 at a one room, one teacher rural schoolhouse (Cedar Run) from 1927 – 1935.I attended Cass City High School between 1935 – 1939. The two most influential teachers I had were Arthur Holmburg – Science & Vera Zussnitt – Business. 
By the time I graduated in 1939, I was able to type 60 WPM & through the Photography Club of Mr. Holmburg, I developed a keen interest in photography. Little did I know the effect of being a proficient typist would have on my life to come. It was an article in a photography magazine from the Photo Club which showed an Army Enlistment advertisement saying that one could train to be a military photographer at Denver, Colorado that led me to enlist in 1939.
