After completing a nine month Armament/Electronics course at the 3415th Technical Training Wing - Lowry AFB and graduating April 6, 1954, I arrived at Walker AFB – Roswell, New Mexico  April 16, 1954 and was assigned to the 47th Air Division SAC & subsequently the 509th Bomb Wing. I received my promotion to Major in May and my initial duty assignment was as an Armament/Electronics officer for the 509th Maintenance Squadron. I was to spend the final 5 years and 8 months of my military career at Walker as well as with SAC serving with both Wings and the Air Division.

In July 1954, the 509th Bomb Wing deployed for 90 days to Guam and upon their return to Walker in October began the transition from the B-50 to the B-47. This change in in the SAC war plan took almost a year and saw my reassignment to first the 47th Air Division, than the 6th Bomb Wing.

I retired from the USAF on December 31, 1959 with over 20 years active military service. I rose in rank from Private to Flight Officer and finally Major. I flew combat with the 8th Attack Squadron during WWII as well as being assigned to the same squadron during the Occupation of Japan at Yokota Air Base. I achieved Flight Commander status with nearly 4400 hours of flying time and flew a long list of military aircraft from the A-20, A-26, B-25, C-119 & the C-123.
