I took my Advanced Flight training at Stockton Field in California during August & September of 1942 with my graduation taking place on September 29, 1942.
The AT-6 Texan was the plane we used for this final phase of training. We spent 70 hours training.      The ground school consisted of a variety of aviation subjects such as weather, communication, and weapons training. Part of the flight training was done one to one with the instructor which was called dual time.  The other portion in flight training was solo flight practice.  Another portion of time was when two students were flying together. One was the safety pilot while the other one was “under the hood” practicing instrument safety procedures. We also began learning how to fly at night. Those were long days because we had  flying in the morning, ground school in the afternoon and flying at night.

We received our shiny silver wings on September 29th 1942 and we went on The Feather River train route to Salt Lake City.  After about four days we were given our assignments. Twenty of us received orders to report to Blythe, California to begin flying military aircraft.
