In late May or early June of 1949 I had left the 8th Squadron ( My last B-26 flight was May 16th ). I spent about 3 weeks waiting rotation home at the 4th Replacement Depot – Camp Zama.

I departed Haneda Air Field ( This field went on to become Tokyo International ) on a MATS C-54 with a destination of Harmon Air Field Guam as the first leg of the rotation home.

I know that I spent a minimum of 9 days on Guam and also kept my flying time up to date with 2 hour flights in both a T-6 and a C-47.

I departed Guam on a MATS C-54 in the second leg with a destination of Honolulu, Hawaii. The last stage of my flights going home was on a Navy MARS (JRM-1 Mars ) flying boat . The destination was Alameda Naval Air Station.

Upon my arrival Stateside, I had accumulated 60 days leave time. I departed Alameda for my home of Cass City, Michigan by way of Chicago ( Midway ) & Detroit ( possibly Hance Field ).

On August 8, 1949, I was married to Miss Jean Wallace ( She was also from Cass City & I met her before departing for Yokota.
