WHEN THE WAR WAS OVER AND WE WERE GOING HOME, MORGY AND I WERE FLOWN DOWN TO MANILA TO A TRANSIENT CAMP FROM WHERE WE WOULD GET OUR SHIP ASSIGNMENT AND TRIP HOME. WE BOTH HAD DOGS BUT WERE TOLD WE COULD NOT TAKE THEM HOME WITH US, BUT WE TOOK THEM DOWN TO MANILA WITH US ANY HOW, AT THE TRANSIENT CAMP IT WAS CLEARLY ANNOUNCED THAT "YOU COULD NOT TAKE YOUR PETS ON THE SHIP".---- UNDER THESE CONDITIONS
Morgan got the idea that we should go down to the port in Manila, find the SS Kota Agoen, and talk the Captain into letting us take our pets home . I told Morgan I thought that was the craziest idea I ever heard. He insisted, however, and found us some transportation and low and behold we went down to the port and actually found the SS Kota Agoen. I will never forget the scene as we went up the gang plank of that old bucket. There was absolutely no one around; not a moving thing in sight. It was dark and dingy looking on the ship. Just to the left of where the gang plank joined the ship, was a door that said, strangely enough, Captain’s Quarters. I would have thought it might be more into the ship somewhere and maybe on an upper deck, but no, it was right there in front of us. We would have had a hard time finding it otherwise because as stated; there was absolutely no one around. I was ready to get out of there, for in the first place we did not belong on that ship yet, and furthermore I was convinced that THE SHIP'S CREW WAS NOT EVEN THERE, and had gone into Manila to see what trouble they could find before they started that long trip back to the states.

I started walking back to leave the ship but Morgan went over to the door and knocked. I was absolutely astounded; the damn door opened and after a brief conversation with the person who opened the door Morgan was invited inside. I was a few feet away by that time so I was not in the equation. I did not even want to be part of the equation. I just knew that Morgan would be coming back out of that door at any moment, since the  whole idea of talking the Captain into such a thing was ludicrous. But, Morgan did not come right back out of the Captain’s quarters, in fact he stayed a long time. Meanwhile I'm hanging over the railing wondering what in the hell is going on in there. Well, eventually he did come out and I heard the words I never in the world would have expected and would never forget; Morgan said, "NOT ONLY IS THE CAPTAIN GOING TO LET US TAKE OUR DOGS HOME BUT HE IS GOING TO HAVE THE SHIP'S CARPENTER BUILD THEM A DOG HOUSE". I was happy but totally flabbergasted. Morgan never told me how he did it.
