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Colonel Peter George Palmos, USAF (Ret). passed Nov. 18, 2017, at age 96 at Paradise Valley Estates, Fairfield, California. He was born in Sacramento and graduated from Sacramento High School, San Jose State University and the University of Pittsburg with a Masters in Industrial Management. He attended the Air Command and Staff School.
