   Randolph was nothing like Aberdeen; we didn’t play cards we cut grass. We were there to maintain the B-29s used in combat crew training for those headed to the Korean conflict but the Air Force did what it was very good at; they shipped in double the number of people needed. By the time I arrived, there was no more space inside the barracks so many of us slept on the porch area of the barracks.  I actually did work on the B-29 probably half a dozen times before I left Randolph mid October 1950 after I had again requested transfer back to the 13th. Guess it just wasn’t meant for me to rejoin the Reapers.
