

Maxwell Air Force Base, Montgomery, Alabama

     In early February 1966, I reported to the 3800th Air Base Wing, Maxwell Air Force Base, Alabama. My duty was Maintenance Superintendent, Periodic Inspection Section, 3800th Consolidated Maintenance Squadron {CAMS} for T-33 aircraft.  It was an outstanding job but I had already decided to retire even before leaving Amarillo. I reported to MAFB in February, submitted retirement papers a few months later and my orders were cut on 21 December 1966, with effective retirement date of 1 May 1967. Maxwell had an unwritten policy which relieved you from duty sixty days in advance of your official retirement date, so I became unofficially retired at the end of February. 

     And so ended my military career of 20 years, 11 months and six days continuous active service – plus six months in the Alabama State Guard.
