If you recall from the July 1948 13th sq report, several leaders of the sq were shown in photos; Sq CO, 1st Sgt, etc. Included was T/Sgt Edward J. Jackson chief of the 13th armament section. When I made S/Sgt I had to move downstairs with all other NCOs who had two men rooms. I moved in with Jack and we roomed togethrer for more than a year. I rotated stateside in May 50 and he remained and was with the unit at the beginning of the Korean War. He wrote me a five page {on small pages} letter dtd 15 Aug 1950. The letter covered the first 50 days of 13th action in the war.

Additional notes about Jack's letter. Goodwin - William Goodwin, gunner KIA on 1st mission. Walker in Tokyo - Jack had planned to leave the AF and take a job as a civilian with the military exchange service in Tokyo, marry his Japanese girl friend and live in Japan. Ellis, Olson and Smiley - Ellis was a crew chief who had rotated home earlier; Olson was a gunner who had his family with him at Yokota; Smiley was a gunner who had rotated home and returned to the sqdn and was later KIA along with his entire crew.
